Course Objectives

patient and the critical care techniques that can be utilized to improve the patient’s outcome.   

3.	 Socio-Economic 
	 Improve fundamental knowledge of best practices in business practice management for optimiza-

tion of resource utilization and income potential. 

4.	 Foregut
	 Amplify knowledge of minimally invasive techniques involved in management of neoplastic le-

sions of upper intestinal organ systems.  

5.	 New technology
	 Introduce innovative approaches to natural orifice trans-luminal endoscopic surgery.

At the conclusion of the conference, the participant should be able to apply this knowledge and implement 
the presented changes in his or her clinical practice.
